SUMO

SUMO, a form of wrestling, is the national sport of Japan. There is only one professional Sumo
organization in the country, the Nippon Sumo Kyokai. It has about 500 members, each of who
belongs to a Sumo house, often called a "stable”. Professional wrestlers are called RIKISHI. At
each tournament "BASHO) the wrestlers are divided into two teams, East (HIGASHI) and West
(NISHI). Sumo wrestlers are ranked by two grades, Senior (MAKUNO-UCHI) and Junior
(Maku-shita). The highest position in the senior division is Grand Champion (YOKOZUNA).
Then come Ozeki, Sekiwake, Komusubi, and Maegashira, the lowest rank in the senior division.

The Sumo association holds Grand Sumo Tournaments six times a year in Tokyo, Osaka, Nagoya
and Fukuoka. Tournaments are held in Tokyo during January, May and September. Each
tournament lasts 15 days.

Kokugikan Hall, where the Tokyo sumo tournaments are held, is located next to Ryogoku Station
on the Sobu Line. The matches begin in the morning, with the lowest ranked junior wrestlers. The
big show starts after 3:00 p.m.,, when the higher ranked senior players begin their matches. Feel
free to take pictures. On the first floor of the Kokugikan Hall there is a Sumo Museum. During the
tournaments, persons with tickets to the arena may enter the museum free of charge.

From Yokosuka

1. Goto YOKOSUKA CHUO ##ZH# H1  Station and buy a ¥950 transfer ticket for
RYOGOKU (i [E Station on TOEI OEDO Line £ KL #2 in Tokyo. This ticket is
good for the entire trip to RYOGOKU [#j[E. Don't lose your ticket.

2. Take a GREEN or RED KANJI train to SHINAGAWA /i1, (If you take a GREEN KANJI
train, exit at SHINAGAWA station but stay on that platform. Take any of the next train to
DAIMON K FHStation. If you take a RED KANJI train ride it from YOKOSUKA CHUO to
DAIMON KFqStation). DAIMON is 3 stops after SHINAGAWA.

3. At DAIMON Station, transfer to TOEI OEDO Line #BE KL= #%. Go to track #3 bound
for MONZEN-NAKACHO/RYOGOKU.

4. To exit the station, take exit A-3. The large green and cream colored building is the
KOKUGIKAN [E . (Behind the EDO TOKYO MUSEUM)

Go to JIMMUJI #4555 Station and buy a ¥880 transfer ticket for RYOGOKU [ii[E on the
TOEI OEDO Line #lE KIT 4% in Tokyo. This ticket is good for the entire trip to
RYOGOKU [#j[F. Don't lose your ticket.

Take a train to KANAZAWA BUNKO 4R 3CJ#, and then transfer to a GREEN or RED
